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1 Overview

OMA PoC WG is developing a "Quality of Experience (QoE)" feature as part of the PoC 2.0 specification. The QoE feature is described in " OMA-TS-PoC_System_Description-V2_0_0-20061024-D" and defines four QoE Profiles: Basic, Premium, Professional and Official Government Use.

These QoE Profiles are supposed to be mapped to a set of QoS Parameters. QoS Parameters are defined by 3GPP in 23.107 and are going to be provisioned to the PoC Client vía DM.

OMA PoC asks 3GPP to include in the specifications a recommendation for the values of each QoS Parameter according to the QoE Profile.

OMA PoC suggests the following value for the Traffic Class and Traffic Handling Priority attributes:
