NOTE 1: 
This event only occurs if the optional Limited Segment Media Buffer Preload  capability is used. 
NOTE 2: The PoC Server determines that the preload phase has finished according to local policy. For example this event might be triggered from the Control Plane when the first confirmed indication from an invited client is received.
When Limited Segment Media Buffer Preload  is used, and the PoC Server determines that the preload phase has finished, it:

1. SHALL send a MBCP Media Burst Granted message to the requesting PoC Client;

The MBCP Media Burst Granted message:

a. MAY include notification of the number of Participants in the PoC Session; 
b. SHOULD include Alert Margin for Advanced Revocation Alert; and,
c. SHALL include information about the stop talking timer.
2. SHALL start the timer T1 (end of RTP Media timer); and,

1. SHALL remain in the 'G: MB_Taken' state.
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
