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1 Reason for Change

Justification

For Official Gov Use QoE Profile, the PoC Client should release a lower QoE Profile PoC Session to accept an Official Government User QoE Profile based PoC Session if the max number of simultaneous PoC Sessions has been reached, or if the PoC Client does not support simultaneous PoC Sessions.

Scope of change

The PoC Client releases a lower QoE PoC Sessions to accept an Official Government Use QoE PoC Session establishment request.

Consequence if not accepted

Official Government Use QoE PoC Session not established when lower QoE PoC Sessions already exist.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.42.2 Prioritization and pre-emption
The PoC Server and PoC Client MAY support the prioritization and pre-emption.

The Controlling PoC Function SHOULD directly determine the PoC Session Priority from the QoE Profile assigned for the PoC Session, as defined by the PoC Service Provider.
The PoC Server and PoC Client MAY support three levels of PoC Session Priority, according to Basic, Premium and Professional QoE Profiles.
Aditionally, the PoC Server and PoC Client MAY support a higher level of priority assigned to Official Government Use QoE Profile. Within this level of priority there are 5-levels of priority access according to the WPS namespace, as reflected in [RFC4412]. These five levels of priority represent levels of PoC Session priority and they are represented by a number from 0 to 4, where 0 is used for the highest priority level and 4 is used for the lowest priority level.

The Participating PoC Function SHOULD directly determine the PoC Session Priority from the Local QoE Profile applied for the served PoC Client in the PoC Session, as defined by the PoC Service Provider.
If the prioritization and pre-emption capability is supported, then under high load situations at the PoC Server:

· The PoC Server SHALL prioritise the signalling of a PoC Session among the signalling of other PoC Sessions with lower PoC Session Priority.

· When located on the media path, the PoC Server SHOULD prioritise the Continuous Media flows of PoC Sessions of higher PoC Session Priority over Continuous Media flows of PoC Sessions of lower PoC Session Priority.

· When performing the Controlling PoC Function, the PoC Server MAY revoke the Talk Burst or Media Burst sending permissions, or reject the  Talk Burst or Media Burst requests, of PoC Clients participating in  PoC Sessions of lower PoC Session Priority.
· In case of several simultaneous PoC Session establishment requests of the same PoC Session Priority, the PoC Server SHALL service the requests based on the order of the requests.
· According to Service Provider Policy, the PoC Server MAY pre-empt (i.e., release) PoC Sessions of lower PoC Session Priority due to the requests of PoC Sessions of a higher PoC Session Priority.
When a PoC Client with currently established PoC Session(s) receives a PoC Session invitation with an Official Government Use QoE Profile , then subject to Service Provider Policy:

· If the PoC Client does not support Simultaneous PoC Sessions, or if the maximum number of Simultaneous PoC Sessions permitted has been reached, the PoC Client SHALL first terminate a currently established PoC Session of QoE lower than Official Government Use QoE Profile if one exists, and SHALL accept the incoming PoC Session.  
· If Simultaneous PoC Sessions are supported, the terminating PoC Client MAY automatically set that new incoming PoC Session as the Primary PoC Session in accordance with subclause Error! Reference source not found. "Error! Reference source not found.”.
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
