6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.1.1 Structure

The general structure is described in  the [SHARED_GROUP_XDM] "Structure" and the additional, PoC specific structure in the subclause  6.2.1"Structure".   


Only the following elements and attributes described in [SHARED_GROUP_XDM] apply to PoC Enabler and their PoC specific usage is described in [OMA-PoC-CP] and in this subclause:  

The <list-service> element:
a) SHALL include “uri” attribute containing the PoC Group Identity;

b) MAY include other attributes from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility;

c) MAY include a <display-name> element containing a PoC Group name;

d) MAY include a <list> element containing the PoC Group Members;

e) MAY include an <invite-members> element - if "true", it is a Pre-arranged PoC Group, if "false", it is a Chat PoC Group;

f) MAY include a <supported-services> element containing  supported services of the PoC Group;
g) MAY include a <media> element containing supported media of the PoC Group;
NOTE:  The sub-element <duplex> is not applicable for PoC Service. 
h) MAY include a <qoe> element indicating the Quality of Experience Profile assigned to the PoC Group;
Each <list> element SHALL be composed of a sequence of zero or more elements, each of which is:
a) an <entry> element; or,
b) an <external> element. 

The <conditions> child element of any <rule> element:

a) MAY include the <identity> element; 

b) MAY include the <external-list> element];

c) MAY include the <other-identity> element;  

d) MAY include the <is-list-member> element.

The <actions> child element of any <rule> element including the following child elements:

a) MAY include the <allow-conference-state> element;

b) MAY include the <allow-invite-users-dynamically> element;

c) MAY include the <join-handling> element;

d) MAY include the <allow-initiate-conference> element;

e) MAY include the <allow-anonymity> element;

f) MAY include the <allow-subconf> element;

g) MAY include the <add-media-handling> element;
h) MAY include the <remove-media-handling> element.
The <supported-services> element 

a) SHALL include at least one of the following elements  for PoC service: 

1. the <icsi> element indicating the IMS Communication Service Identifier;

2. the <iari> element indicating the IMS Application Reference Identifier;

b) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
