6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (C427)

4.42.2 QoE provisioning
If QoE Profiles are used, the following SHALL apply.

QoE Profiles are used as a way to define a mapping between different types of quality of service expected by the PoC Users at application level and different profiles of performance criteria to be realized at underlying network level. In order to receive the appropriate mapping(s), PoC Clients SHALL support provisioning of QoE Profile(s) through OMA DM according to the following rules:

· Depending on the PoC User subscription, one mapping SHALL be received per authorized QoE Profile.
· Each mapping SHALL cover the 
· QoS to be provided for each of the Media Types in the PoC Session. Media Types can be logically grouped according to any desirable criteria (e.g. continuous vs discrete Media Types) so that the same QoS parameters are applicable to every logically grouped Media Type.


· 
NOTE 1: Any mapping mechanism must consider the concrete underlying network capabilities (i.e QoS framework…).
NOTE 2: For different types of access networks, the same QoE Profile may map to different QoS parameters due to the use of different QoS frameworks.
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
