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1 Reason for Change

Justification

This is a proposal for solution to the following Consistency Review Report item(s): C340.
C340:  The PoC Server shall be able to remove text content that exceeds the maximum size allowed. For this purpose a configurable parameter is needed in the PoC Server. However, this is not clear from the text of the subclause. This Change Request proposes to add a check of text content size in the the PoC Server. In this way the PoC Server handling of text is aligned with the handling of Incuded Media Content, and the Service Provider can limit the payload of text sent through own network by visiting PoC Users.
Summary of Change

A check of text content size is added for the PoC Server.  

Scope of Change

Subclause 4.33.3 is affected.

Consequence if not accepted

PoC Server cannot limit size of text content.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Checking text size in 4.33.3
4.33.3 Text Content
The request with Text Content is used to allow the Inviting PoC Client to include some information in invitation to PoC Sessions or in Group Advertisement messages. The information can be useful for the Invited PoC Client, in the case of an invitation to a PoC Session as base for decision whether to accept the invitation or not, or in case of a Group Advertisement whether to join a PoC Group Session or not. 

The PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Text Content in the INVITE request when initiating a PoC Session or in the MESSAGE request when sending a Group Advertisement.
If the PoC Server supports Text Content the maximum size of the text SHALL be provisioned in the PoC Client. The maximum size of text SHALL be an operator configurable parameter.

If the PoC Server Performing the Participating PoC Function supports Text Content, the PoC Server SHALL keep or remove the text content in PoC Session invitation(s) according to the configuration set by the PoC Client and according to local policy in the PoC Server.

If the PoC Server Performing the Controlling PoC Function supports Text Content, the PoC Server MAY remove the text content in PoC Session invitation(s) according to local policy in the PoC Server.
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function supports Text Content and a request is received with text content the PoC Server:
· SHALL forward the text content towards all PoC Users invited to the PoC Session or receiving the Group Advertisement, if authorization is successful and the size of the text content is below the maximum size of text content; or,

· SHALL reject the request, if authorization is not successful or if the text content exceeds the maximum size of text content.
NOTE: Media content identification and authorization is according to local policy (e.g. only allow text content in requests for 1-1 PoC Sessions).
If Text Content is supported by the PoC Server and if a request with text content is received by the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving the PoC User receiving the request, the PoC Server:
· SHALL forward the text in the request to the PoC Client, if authorization is successful and the size of text content is below the maximum size of text content and if the Text Content Included in a Request Support PoC Service Setting is set to ‘true’; or,
· SHALL either discard the text content  or reject the request based on Service Provider Policy, if authorization is not successful or if the text content exceeds the maximum size of text content or if the PoC Client has not indicated the support of Text Content.
If the Invited PoC Client supports Text Content (e.g. configurable by the PoC User) the PoC Client:
1. SHOULD, in case of Manual Answer Mode, render the text to the PoC User along with normal behaviour (e.g. generating local ring signals).
2. SHOULD, in case of Automatic Answer Mode
a. accept the invitation; and,
b. render the text to the PoC User.
