Justification: 

Solve E551, E552, E553 consistency review comment. 
There is no procedure available to negotiate MAX-SIZE of an MSRP data between from the PoC Client to the PoC-Server. PoC Server is unaware of the acceptable MAX-SIZE of each PoC Client and hence incapable of generating a MAX-SIZE error.
If the sending PoC client sends MSRP data that exceeds MAX-SIZE of the terminating user, the terminating user shall reject the SEND request and return appropriate error codes as specified in the IETF MSRP draft. Once PoC Server receives the error from the terminating PoC Client it stops sending further chunks to that user.  
The PoC server should use the error codes returned by the terminating clients in the PROGRESS or FINAL reports.

The suggested error codes in MSRP are: 
413 - A 413 response indicates that the receiver wishes the sender to stop sending the particular message.  Typically, a 413 is sent in response to a chunk of an undesired message.

 If a message sender receives a 413 in a response, or in a REPORT request, it MUST NOT send any further chunks in the message, that is, any further chunks with the same Message-ID value.  If the sender receives the 413 while in the process of sending a chunk, and the chunk is interruptible, the sender MUST interrupt it.

The PoC Client which is receiving the Discrete Media can be requested to provide final delivery status to the sender. In this case the MSRP SEND request received contains a Success-Report header and Failure-Report header set to value 'yes'.

If requested, the PoC Client SHALL generate and send the MSRP REPORT requests according to rules and procedures of [MSRP].
Note: In case the MSRP SEND request received by terminating client exceeds the MAX-SIZE of the terminating PoC Client, the PoC Client should send MSRP error code 413 in the status field of the MSRP REPORT header.

7. 13.3 Procedures at the terminating PoC Client 

The PoC Client receiving the Discrete Media using MSRP transport SHALL, if MSRP REPORT requests have been requested, send the MSRP REPORT requests to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function according to rules and procedures of [MSRP]. 

If the PoC Client supports the Discrete Media and if Success-Report is set to "yes" in the received MSRP SEND request with a chunk, complete message of which has not been received yet, the PoC Client receiving the Discrete Media using MSRP transport SHALL send the REPORT to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function according to rules and procedures of [MSRP].

The Discrete Media Final Report document begins with the root <final> element. 

The <final> element consists of number of <leg> elements and two attributes, "last" and "Message-ID". The "last" attribute is used only in the last Final Report and it indicates that this is the last Discrete Media Final Report document.  "Message-ID" contains the Message-ID of the SEND message for which the Discrete Media Final Report is generated.

The <final> element consists of number of <leg> elements. Each <leg> element contains a mandatory "uri" attribute containing the URI of the recipient and "status" attribute. If "status" attribute is not included, the <leg> element is ignored.

E.2.1 Structure of the detailed Discrete Media Progress Report

The detailed Discrete Media Progress Report is an XML document that must be well formed and has to be valid. The detailed Discrete Media Progress Report document is based on XML 1.0 and uses UTF-8 encoding. This specification makes use of XML namespaces for identifying the detailed Discrete Media Progress Report document and document fragments. The namespace URI for elements defined by this specification is a URN, using the namespace identifier 'oma'. This URN is:

The detailed Discrete Media Progress Report document begins with the <det-progress-rep> element. It consists of number of <leg> elements. Each <leg> element contains a mandatory "uri" attribute containing the URI of the recipient and either a "status" attribute containing the final delivery status of the recipient or a “sent” attribute containing the number of bytes transferred to the terminating client indicated with 'uri' attribute. The "status" attribute use values from [MSRP] status codes. 

The detailed Discrete Media Progress Report document shall be identified with the MIME content type "application/vnd.oma.det-progress-rep+xml"
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
