Comment: The use of the term Media Type in the definitions needs to be improved. Examples given are confusing or misleading.

1. Audiovisual is presented as an example of a Multimedia. The following definitions for the term ‘audiovisual’ exist on the web: http://www.google.com/search?hl=en&rls=GGIC,GGIC:2006-50,GGIC:en&pwst=1&defl=en&q=define:AUDIOVISUAL&sa=X&oi=glossary_definition&ct=title (e.g. “Information in a form other than words printed on paper. Examples include slides, audio tapes, compact discs, video cassettes, records, and computer software.”). It is proposed to replace audiovisual with a less ambiguous example of a Multimedia.

2. The definition of Media Type includes the following fragment: ‘Media Types share a characteristic of human perception.’ Humans perceive video often as both moving pictures and sound.  The moving pictures can be a separate component from the sound component but those ‘implementation details’ do not impact the human’s perception of video. It is proposed to update the example in terms of the human perception.
Resolution: 
Media Type: Media Types share a characteristic of human perception. Media Types are either real-time or non-real-time, like:

· audio (e.g., speech, music)

· video (with or without audio)

· still image

· text (formatted and non-formatted) file
Multimedia: Multimedia is the simultaneous existence of multiple Media Types like:
· still images plus audio

· video plus subtitles

Multimedia from a single source that involves real-time media types are assumed to be synchronized.:
