If a Chat PoC Group document defines the <qoe> element, the QoE Profile indicated by the <qoe> element will be used in Sessions of that Chat PoC Group. Applying QoE for unrestricted Chat PoC Groups also makes sense and there is no reason for restricting the possibility. 
D365 and D500: The QoE Profile assigned to a PoC Session can not be changed and nothing about changing the QoE Profile of the session is said in this subclause. “Mandatory” Strength tag has nothing to do with the assignment of the QoE Profile to the PoC Session. A clarification note is not needed because nothing about changing the QoE Profile nor about the “mandatory” strength tag is said in the subclause. The comment is Not Applicable
D683: This subclause 7.3.2.3 is the terminating Participating PoC Function. The terminating PF has nothing to do with assigning the QoE Profile of the PoC Session. The purpose of bullet 4 is telling the Participating PoC Function to forward a Resource-Priority header when included in the received SIP Re-INVITE or SIP UPDATE. The comment is Not Applicable
