7.3.1.13 SIP Session timer expiry

On expiry of the SIP Session timer and if the PoC Server acts as a B2BUA the PoC Server:

· 1. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC Function procedures at PoC Session release";
· 2. SHALL send a SIP BYE request to the PoC Client according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core; and,

· 3. SHALL send a SIP REFER BYE request to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function as specified in 7.3.1.10.1 " SIP BYE request from PoC Client – On-demand Session case" or 7.3.1.10.2 "SIP REFER BYE request from PoC Client – Pre-established Session case".

Upon receiving a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP BYE request from the PoC Client the PoC Server SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC Function procedures at PoC Session release" for releasing User Plane resources towards the PoC Client.

Upon receiving a SIP 2xx response to the SIP REFER BYE request from the PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function the PoC Server SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC Function procedures at PoC Session release" for releasing User Plane resources towards the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
