The PoC Client never communicates the maximum number of the Simultaneous PoC to the PoC Server, so by reading SD, it is not clear where does the PoC Server get this value from. This CR clarifies it by adding couple of notes for the PoC Server provisioning.

4.10.7 Authorisation

PoC Clients MAY have provisioned attributes to tell how many Simultaneous PoC Sessions they are allowed to participate. The PoC Server SHALL NOT establish more PoC Sessions to the PoC Client having already reached the maximum amount of Simultaneous PoC Sessions. In case of exceeding the maximum number of PoC Sessions, the terminating side’s PoC Client SHALL be interpreted to be busy. In the originating side the request SHALL be rejected by the Participating PoC Function. 
NOTE: The provisioning of the maximum number of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions to the PoC Server is out of scope of this specification.

4.26.4 Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (SSS)

If the PoC Client supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting to the Home PoC Server. If the PoC Client does not support Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate that the Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting is not active when providing PoC Service Settings to the Home PoC Server.
If the Home PoC Network supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the Home PoC Server SHALL store the Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.
The possible Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support settings are:

· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support active;or, 
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support not active.
If the setting is active the Home PoC Server SHALL allow up to maximum number of Simultaneous PoC Sessions for the Served PoC User.
NOTE1: The provisioning of the maximum number of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions to the PoC Server is out of scope of this specification.
NOTE2 : If there are ongoing PoC Sessions the new value of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting will not take effect immediately.
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
