The editor's note is not longer needed since OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_Group-V2_0-20070510-D.doc defines the values for the remove-media-handling as follows:

The <remove-media-handling> “action” SHALL be used to indicate that the identity matching this rule is allowed to remove an existing media stream from the active Group Session. The value is of an enumerated integer type, and the lowest value SHALL be the default value taken in the absence of the element. The possible values are:

“none”
instructs the Application Server performing the Group Session Controlling Function NOT to allow the User any media stream removal. This value is assigned the numeric value of 0.
“own”
instructs the Application Server performing the Group Session Controlling Function to allow the User the removal of media  stream which were previously initiated or added to the Session by the same User. This value is assigned the numeric value of 100. 

“any”
instructs the Application Server performing the Group Session Controlling Function to allow the User any media stream removal. This value is assigned the numeric value of 200.
“other”
for future extensibility.

If no <remove-media-handling> is included, it is the same as "none" due to the numerical value assignments. 

Since "none" means that the identity matching the rule does not have the right to remove the Media, no additional statement is needed.

 7.2.1.22 Removing Media Streams from a PoC Session policy

NOTE:
When a PoC User is not authorized to remove a particular Media Stream, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function does not remove the Media Stream from the PoC Session but rather disconnects the PoC Client from the Media Stream.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to remove a particular Media Stream in the Ad-hoc and 1-1 PoC Session that it hosts if following conditions are fulfilled:

· 1. the PoC User is the PoC Session originator; or

· 2. when allowed by the PoC Server local policy

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to remove a particular Media from the Pre-arranged PoC Group Session, Dispatch PoC Session and Chat PoC Group Session that it hosts if following conditions are fulfilled:

· 1. the <remove-media-handling> action associated to the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address of the received SIP re-INVITE request or SIP UPDATE request is 'own' and the Media Type was added to the PoC Session by PoC Session initiation or PoC Session modification initiated by the PoC Client with the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address; or

· 2. the <remove-media-handling> action associated to the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address of the received SIP re-INVITE request or SIP UPDATE request is 'any'.


When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
