Comment:  The AD refers to Shared XDMS for XDM2.0 Enabler, when such entity does not exist in XDM2.0 AD. XDM 2.0 AD uses Shared XDMSs entity as a logical entity, being only a simplification shortcut for AD picture. We need to align PoC AD with correct terminology that corresponds to the XDM 2.0 AD. 
Proposed Change: Update PoC AD with Shared XDMSs and separate Shared Group XDMS, Shared List XDMS and Shared Policy XDMS naming when appropriate.

XDM2.0 AD has a separate reference point description for Enabler specific server to each Shared XDMS, ie. Shared Group XDMS, Shared List XDMS, Shred Policy XDMS and Shared Profile XDMS. 
PoC Enabler uses the first three of the Shared XDMSs, but expresses it as one interface in PoC 2.0 AD

· This CR aligns the PoC AD with XDM AD by substituting the PoCV1.0 POC-5 interface with POC-13, POC-14 and POC-15, each being interface to a separate Shared XDMS used by PoC Enabler. These new reference points will now be aligned with the below description in XDM2.0 AD and will represent the PoC specific usage of the Shared XDMSs.
· The doted line around all Shared XDMS nodes is kept to be used by the non-PoC reference points shown in the PoC AD diagram
