Comment: 

Allowing usage of Pre-arranged PoC Group in the list of invited PoC Users may be dangerous. 

If a PoC User receives a URI through non PoC means (e.g. e-mail / SMS / ICQ / newspaper advertisement) he may not know whether the URI identifies PoC User or PoC Group.

If he mistakenly believes that the URI identifies PoC User (while it identifies Pre-arranged PoC Group) and uses the URI in the 1-1 PoC Session or Ad-Hoc PoC Group Session invitation, he may be charged a lot of money.

In PoCv1.0, if the PoC User used the PoC Group URI in the 1-1 PoC Session invitation, the PoC Session would be rejected -> OK, no chargers

In PoCv2.0, if the PoC User uses the PoC Group URI in the 1-1 PoC Session invitation, the PoC Session invitation is accepted and possibly quite a big PoC Session may be created (depending of the number of the Pre-arranged PoC Session members) -> NOT OK, big charges possible

Comment: If a URI is received thru non-PoC means (e.g. e-mail, SMS / ICQ / newspaper advertisement) the PoC User does not necessarily know whether the URI identifies PoC User or PoC Group. The distinction is important for selection of the PoC Session initiation method (6.1.3.3.1 or 6.1.3.3.2 / 6.1.3.2.2 or 6.1.3.2.3). 

Proposed Change: Define a method how PoC Client can request PoC network to detect whether the URI identifies PoC User or PoC Group.
	Status: OPEN


If a Pre-arranged PoC Group URI is mistakenly used in Ad-hoc PoC Group Session initiation procedures or in 1-1 PoC Session initiation procedure, Ad-hoc PoC Group Session is created instead of Pre-arranged PoC Group Session and the Pre-arranged PoC Group members are invited. 

This brings the following issues:

· The charging model may be different.

· The Ad-hoc PoC Group Session may exist in parallel to the Pre-arranged PoC Group Session. This would be very confusing to the originator.

This contribution suggests adding a new procedure using which the PoC Client can check whether a URI is a PoC Address or PoC Group Identity.
No special procedure is needed at the PoC Server since the PoC Server procedures for "Querying for capabilities" are used.

 6.1.X PoC Client initiates address type detection
Upon receiving a request from a PoC User to detect the address type of a URI, the PoC Client: 
· 1. SHALL generate the SIP OPTIONS request as an SIP INVITE request as specified in the subclause 6.1.3.3.2 "PoC Client initiates a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or joins a Chat PoC Group Session" modified as follows:

· a) the MIME SDP body is not included;

· b) the interactions with the User Plane are not performed;

· c) the SIP OPTIONS request is generated instead of the SIP INVITE request;

· d) the SIP OPTIONS request does not establish a PoC Session;

· e) the Contact header with the contact address of the PoC Client along with the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' is included; and,
· d) Session Type uri-parameter "session=chat" as specified in E.5.1 "Session Type uri-parameter" is include in the Request-URI.
· 2. SHALL send the SIP OPTIONS request towards the PoC Server according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon reception of SIP 200 "OK" response, the PoC Client SHALL notify the PoC User that the URI is a PoC Group Identity.

Upon reception of SIP 403 "Forbidden" response with the warning text set to '106 Isfocus not assigned' as specified in subclause 5.6 "Warning header", the PoC Client SHALL notify the PoC User that the URI is a PoC Address.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session establishment mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
