Comment:  According to the definition of a Restricted Group only members can join. But there is now nothing in this CP spec saying that a Pre-arranged PoC Group is a restricted group. (The definition of it does not mention “Restricted” or that it contains a list of members.) Something is missing because the PoC V1.0 RD subclause 6.1.2 clearly states that Pre-arranged PoC Group is a Restricted Group. The same requirement is put  on restricted Chat PoC Group according to PoC V1.0 RD subclause 6.1.

D448: The current text in subclause 7.2.1.6 can be interpreted as any PoC User can join a Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group Session as long as they only match a valid “PoC rule” with an action element <join-handling> set to ‘true’. For example it would be possible to set up a rule for <other-identity> condition element with <join-handling> action ‘true’ for those not being members of a <list> element. It would also be possible to set up a rule with <identity> condition element with the same action where the <identity> contains a URI different from those in the <list> element. This is okay in some cases. However, this should not be possible when the PoC Group is intended to be restricted according to the definition of “Restricted Group”. 

Taking the current definitions of Pre-arranged PoC Group, Chat PoC Group and Restricted Group into consideration there is nothing in them that makes the two former groups presumably restricted. Consequently, any such restriction must be explicitly stated to apply.

The proposal is to add a clarification that when joining a Pre-arranged PoC Group or a Chat PoC Group intended to be restricted, the joining PoC User must be a member of the Restricted Group to be accepted. For other Pre-arranged and Chat PoC Groups such restrictions shall not be applied.
Summary of Change

A clarification of rules for joining a Restricted Group is added.
Scope of Change

Subclause 7.2.1.6 is affected.

Inconsistency remains.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to join in the Ad-hoc and 1-1 PoC Session that it hosts who:

· 1. Have been invited in the original invitation; and,

· 2. Have been invited during the PoC Session by the owner or by another Participant of the PoC Session.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to join in the Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or Chat PoC Group Session of a Restricted Group, that it hosts whose Authenticated Originator's PoC Address is a member of the <list> element and is allowed by the <join-handling> action of the PoC Group's authorization rules, and the <supported-services> element, if present, contains PoC feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' as specified in [OMA-PoC-Document-Mgmt].
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to join in other Pre-arranged  or Chat PoC Group Sessions that it hosts whose Authenticated Originator's PoC Address is allowed by the <join-handling> action of the PoC Group's authorization rules, and the <supported-services> element, if present, contains PoC feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' as specified in [OMA-PoC-Document-Mgmt].
