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1 Reason for Change

The System Description document currently requires PoC Server to detect when multiple PoC Addresses are used by the same PoC Client and to take into account the PoC Sessions established using all such PoC Addresses when handling a PoC Session invitation targeted to/originated by one of such PoC Addresses. However the method how to detect those PoC Addresses is not specified.
b) Clauses affected:

4.26, 4.47

c) Summary of change:

Relationship and behavior of multiple PoC Addresses is clarified. 

d) Consequence if not approved:

The PoC Server is unable to detect that multiple PoC Addresses are used by the same PoC Client resulting in problems with simultaneous sessions and incorrect use of answer mode and Buffering functions.

 4.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point.

The PoC Client SHALL provide to the Home PoC Server the following PoC Service Settings:

· Answer Mode Indication;

· Incoming PoC Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring; and
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support.
The PoC Client MAY provide to the Home PoC Server the following PoC Service Settings:
· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode;
· Support for Media Content included in a request; 
· Support for Referenced Media Content included in a request; 
· Support for Text Content included in a request; 
· PoC Box Use; and
· Privacy.
If multiple PoC Addresses are registered by a PoC Client explicitly or implicitly, the PoC Client SHALL publish the PoC Service Setting for each PoC Address. When the PoC Service Settings have already been published and are still active for another PoC Address of the PoC Client the PoC Client SHALL include in the PoC Service Settings a PoC Address of the PoC Client for which the PoC Service Settings are already published. 
The PoC Client MAY publish different PoC Service Settings values for each PoC Address. 

The PoC Server SHALL apply the PoC Service Settings that the PoC Client publishes for requests involving that specific PoC Address. The PoC Server SHALL determine whether there are multiple PoC Addresses for the PoC Client as specified in subclause 4.47 “Multiple registered PoC Address determination” when the PoC Service Settings are received. 
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.
NOTE:  PoC Client will get the information about supported optional features that are related to PoC Service Settings by provisioning as specified in subclause 4.23 “PoC service provisioning”.
 4.47 Multiple registered PoC Address determination
The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL determine the PoC Addresses used by the same PoC Client. The PoC Server SHALL associate the PoC Address of the PoC Client with all the other PoC Addresses of the same PoC Client if there is an associated PoC Address contained in the PoC Service Settings.
NOTE:  PoC Server needs to ensure that the associated PoC Address of the PoC Client included in the PoC Service Settings is a PoC Address already published for that PoC Client.
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
