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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

The requirements of PoC2.1 are stable for about one and half years and will face reviewing when PoC2.1 work is coming. We have chance to add new requirement which is very important for Mobile Advertisement which is just built up about several months ago. 
As we know, OMA MoAd group will deal with their mechanisms on background process, e.g. advertisement subscription, without the delivery of Mobile Advertisement. Therefore, Mobile Advertisement will rely on the capability of other enablers of OMA, such as MMS, PoC, IM, DCD etc. That is the reason why MoAd group has the first formal requirement in RD document of MoAd like this one:
MobAd service SHALL enable interworking with other existing OMA enablers, such as MMS, PoC, IM, DCD etc.
This CR is proposing to add new requirements in PoC2.1 which can support delivery of Mobile Advertisement which is required in MoAd group by capability of PoC Service.

5.x POC Advertising
5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case presents a situation which the Mobile Advertisement would be delivered by capability of PoC Service. The PoC User with PoC Client, Tom, John and Ken, have subscription of PoC service with Mobile Advertisement and will receive personalized advertisement in or out of PoC Session if they want. 
5.x.2 Actors

· PoC User: A user who engages in the per-arranged POC group session call, including Poc caller and PoC callee.
· PoC Server Infrastructure: PoC Server which takes part in control of PoC session and help controlling Advertisement distribution. 
5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Poc User: Is willing to receive personalized advertisement in pre-arranged POC group session service. Their preferences for the type of advertisement are set in the group profile.
· Poc Server Infrastructure: Controls playing personalized advertisement to the PoC users.
5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Poc User: Enjoys PoC services at a reduced price, and receives advertisements for products and services that are interesting for him. 

· Poc Server Infrastructure: Enhance the advertisement features for POC service. PoC Service provider can have chance to increase revenue by advertisement.
5.x.3 Pre-conditions

· PoC User subscribes PoC service.
· PoC User agrees to receive advertising in exchange for lower PoC service rates.

· PoC User set their preferences for the type of advertisement in the PoC group profile.
5.x.4 Post-conditions

· PoC User receives advertisements along with the subscribed PoC services at a reduced price.

· PoC Advertisement service provider receives data on user’s advert viewing, ad responses, and application usage and uses this information for advertiser billing and better targeting of the advert campaigns.

5.x.5 Normal Flow
1. Tom, John and Ken subscribe PoC service with advertisement.
2. Tom, John and Ken set their preferences for the type of advertisement of their interests in their PoC group profile or in their general user profiles.

3. Tom’s device initiates a pre-arranged PoC group session call to Ken and John.
4. Before talk between Tom, John and Ken, PoC server fetches Tom’s, John’s and Ken’s advertisement preferences from their user profile and then play personalized advertisement to their devices according to the fetched AD preference.
5. After finishing playing the personalized advertisement, Tom, John and Ken begin normal PoC session.
