4.x Alert for Unavailable PoC Users

The PoC Server MAY support Alert for Unavailable PoC Users.

The PoC Client MAY support Alert for Unavailable PoC Users.
Editor's not: Interaction with PoC Box is FFS. The issue is if the PoC Server SHALL forward the invitation to the PoC Box and send the Instant Personal Alert message or skip the Instant Personal Alert or skip the PoC Box. 
Upon receiving an invitation to a PoC Session for a PoC User not registered to the PoC Service and if the PoC Server supports Alert for Unavailable PoC Users, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function:
· SHALL reject the invitation with an appropriate reason; and,
· SHALL send an Instant Personal Alert message to a PoC User invited to the PoC Session.

Upon receiving an invitation to a PoC Session for a PoC User with the PoC Service Settings Incoming Session Barring active and if the PoC Server supports Alert for Unavailable PoC Users, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function:

· SHALL reject the invitation with an appropriate reason; and 

· SHALL send an Instant Personal Alert message to a PoC User invited to the PoC Session if the PoC Services Settings for Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring is not active.
When the Inviting PoC Client receives an indication that an Invited PoC User is not registered or not available for the PoC Service, the PoC Client MAY send an Instant Personal Alert message to the Invited PoC User.

The Instant Personal Alert message:

· SHALL contain the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User in the case of an invitation to a 1-1 PoC Session;

· SHALL contain the PoC Session Identity in case of an invitation to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session when the Ad-hoc PoC Group Session was successfully established;

· SHALL contain the PoC Group Identity in case of an invitation to a Pre-arranged PoC Group or a Chat PoC Group Session; and,

· SHOULD contain the expiration time the Instant Personal Alert is valid.
When a PoC Client receives an Instant Personal Alert when a PoC Client is not registered or available for the PoC Service the PoC Client MAY based on configuration in the PoC Client automatically register to the PoC Service, if not already registered, and initiat a PoC Session using the address received in the Instant Personal Alert within the expiration time included in the message, if the expiration time was included in the message. 
The Instant Personal Alert:

· SHALL be sent as a Instant Personal Alert if Incoming Session Barring is active and Incoming Personal Alert Barring is not active; and,

· SHALL be transported in a SIP request if the PoC User is registered to the SIP/IP Core as specified by the [SIP PUSH AD].
Editor's note: How the Instant Personal Alert SHALL be transported when the UE is not registered to SIP/IP Core is FFS.
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
