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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

Currently PoC specification allows PoC Server to revoke a floor from a PoC user when PoC User has exceeded the allocated Media burst transmit time or an emptive user has requested the floor. The PoC Server sends a MBCP Media Burst Revoke message to a PoC User to revoke a floor. But currently there is no possibility for PoC User for revoking a floor from a PoC user. This will be useful in many cases like in dispatch session or in chat sessions as explained below,

Dispatch session:

In case of dispatch session, Dispatcher is a controller of a PoC session. A PoC Dispatcher wants to give a chance to other PoC User in queue to speak. Accordingly to current PoC Specification PoC dispatcher needs to take a floor from a PoC user currently holding a floor and then release a floor so that other user in a queue can get a floor. Even though PoC dispatcher doesn’t intend to take floor, PoC Dispatcher needs to send a floor request and then release the floor immediately. This is not an effective behaviour. So if can allow Dispatcher to revoke a floor from particular user without taking floor then it will be more effective solution. 
Similar situation can also happen in Chat rooms where moderator of a chat room may want to revoke a floor from particular PoC User for any reason for e.g. User is sending malicious media etc. 
This contribution proposes to allow PoC User to request the floor revoke from a PoC User who is currently holding a floor.
