New market requirements for OMA PoC2.1 RD. 
· According to current Ad-Hoc group call termination policy the Ad-Hoc group call is immediately terminated by the PoC server at the end of the call.

· After the end of the call, If a participant wants to setup the same Ad-hoc group there is no way to call the group again, but to reinitiate the group call by adding each participant individually.

· In practice, people often like to call back the ad-hoc group again to either re-discuss or follow-up or to just discuss some important thing that they forgot to discuss during the call.
· Typically, such re-initiation or call back requests are made within a short duration after the call termination.

When a PoC User requests a PoC Server to re-initiate a previously terminated Ad-hoc PoC Group, the PoC Server will try to establish an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with the same participants that were included in the previously terminated Ad-hoc PoC Group within a defined “Time-To-Live” duration since the termination of the previous Ad-hoc PoC Group Session. The PoC Server will send session failure message if the call could not be setup due to “Time-To-Live” duration has expired.
