As known discussion in London meeting, the PoC Server performing participating function (PF) can act as the application server which determines to establish multicast bear according previous investigations as well as behaviour of the CF. In author’s view, PF would be suitable and good at setting up multicast bears in case of cross Service Providers and cross areas in whole big country. 

In this way, multicast bear would be set up by PF based on some status information like the number of participants of one PoC Session in the PoC Server (PF). In PoC Server point of view, the cases of Pre-arranged, Chat or Ad Hoc PoC Group Session will be all applicable for PF to determine and initiate multicast bear establishment. 
After observing the descriptions of multicast feature in RD which are listed above, the intention of the conditionality requirement is to include the Pre-arranged, Chat and Ad Hoc PoC Group Session. If so, the statement of FUNC-MUC-003 would be incorrect because the Ad hoc PoC Group Session certainly also requires the control of Service Provider’s policy and the PoC User’s subscription. In general, this contribution proposes to include small clerical change in FUNC-MUC-003.

The Service Provider Policy and PoC User subscription are all applicable not only Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group Sessions but also Ad hoc PoC Group Session to utilize multicast capability.
