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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

OMA-POC-POCV2_1-2007-0072R01 suggested that the PoC Session re-join request targeted towards a released Ad-hoc PoC Group Session might lead to re-initiation of the PoC Session. The document suggested that upon reception of the PoC Session re-join request, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function creates a new Ad-hoc PoC Group Session and invites again the PoC Users who participated in the original released Ad-hoc PoC Group Session.

While the idea of giving the re-joining PoC User a simple way to re-establish the released Ad-hoc PoC Group Session is useful, the OMA-POC-POCV2_1-2007-0072R01 approach has several disadvantages:

· not usable

· when attempting to re-join, the re-joining PoC User need not want to re-initiate the released Ad-hoc PoC Group Session by default – e.g. the re-joining PoC User can just plan to listen to the discussion of other Participants, if the PoC Session is still on-going and has no intention to re-initiate the Ad-hoc PoC Group Session. 
· the PoC User will not understand what is meant by the CF PoC Server cache timeout value and most likely will use the maximum possible value anyway
· the suggested behaviour is not chargeable
· if the re-joining PoC User is to be charged for the re-initiated Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, the re-joining PoC User does not know whether she is going to be connected to still existing session (e.g. the re-joining PoC User could be charged only for her leg or not charged at all) or whether the re-initiated Ad-hoc PoC Group Session is going to be set up (e.g. the re-joining PoC User may possibly be charged for all the invited PoC Users). 

· if the originator of the original Ad-hoc PoC Group Session is to be charged for the re-initiated Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, the originator may not even get aware about the Ad-hoc PoC Group Session re-initiation (e.g. the originator became offline after leaving the original Ad-hoc PoC Group Session).

· not according to PoC principles
· if the original Ad-hoc PoC Group Session originator is from one network and the other Participants are from another network and the originator rejects taking part in the re-initiated Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, the network of the originator provides the PoC services (= controlling function) to PoC Users from other networks only.

When a PoC User attempts to re-join an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, which has already been released, the PoC Service Infrastructure provides the re-joining PoC User with a list of the Participants of the original Ad-hoc PoC Group Session. 
The PoC Client can establish a new Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with the provided list of PoC Users.
