6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.1.1. Starting a Multicast PoC Channel

Upon receiving a SIP INFO request with a MIME body including a Multicast PoC Channel Identity as specified by [RFC2976] and subclause x.x, the PoC Client if the SIP INFO message including a Multicast PoC Channel is supported:
Editor’s Note: subclause x.x describing the SDP MIME body for the identity of a Multicast PoC Channel is TBD.
· 1. SHALL connect to a Multicast PoC Channel as specified in subclause 7.1.2 "Connecting to a Multicast Channel". Continue with the rest of the steps only if the PoC Client successfully connects to a Multicast PoC Channel.
NOTE: If the PoC Client could not successfully connect to a Multicast PoC Channel before the timer F (non-INVITE transaction timeout timer), for which default value is 32 seconds, expires as specified by [RFC3261], then the PoC Client connects to a Multicast PoC Channel when receiving a SIP re-INVITE request.
· 2. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; 

· 3. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response towards the PoC Server according to rules and procedures of SIP/IPCore. 

Upon receiving a SIP re-INVITE request with a MIME SDP body including a new SDP offer for Multicast PoC Channel as specified by [RFC3264] and [RFC2327], the PoC Client:

· 1. SHALL validate that the Media Parameters and at least one codec are acceptable to the PoC Client and if not,

a) select a subset of the received Media Parameters; or,

b) reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response towards the PoC Server according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.

· 2. SHALL connect to a Multicast PoC Channel as specified in subclause 7.1.2 "Connecting to a Multicast Channel" if the PoC Client could not successfully connect to a Multicast PoC Channel. Continue with the rest of the steps only if the PoC Client successfully connects or connected to a Multicast PoC Channel.
· 3. SHALL activate new Media Parameters and discard the Media Burst being received over the dedicated RTP Session;
· 4. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; 

· 5. SHALL include the Session-Expires header in the SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP re-INVITE request and re-start the SIP Session timer according to rules and procedures specified in [RFC4028]], “UAS Behavior”.  The ‘refresher’ parameter in the Session-Expires header SHALL be set to 'uas'.  

· 6. SHALL include the option tag 'timer' in the Require header;
· 7. SHALL include the accepted Media Parameters in a MIME SDP body as the SDP answer according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264] and [RFC2327]; and,

· 8. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response towards the PoC Server according to rules and procedures of SIP/IPCore. 

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
