X.1 Handoff Type uri-parameter

The Handoff Type uri-parameter is used to indicate the type of handoff of Multicast PoC. The Handoff Type uri-parameter takes the form:

"handoff="handofftype

handofftype=("to-multicast-area" | "to-non-multicast-area")

The support of the Handoff Type uri-parameter is optional:

· "handoff=to-multicast-area" corresponds to handoff when the PoC Client moves from non multicast supporting are to supporting area.
· "handoff=to-non-multicast-area" corresponds to handoff when the PoC Client move from multicast supporting are to non supporting area.
Example 1:

In this example the PoC Client is indicating to the PoC Server that it is moving from non multicast supporting are to multicast supporting area.
