         - 7.2.1.30.2: Minor completion of updates.
Here and there in the CP text the wording “if needed” is used. What is meant by that is often obscured to the reader, especially when used in a normative text. This is a proposal to remove the wording throughout CP text, except for NOTEs which are not changed. To give an overview, the following principle changes are proposed (where blue colour is added text; red colour is removed text):
· the Media-floor Control Entity parameters selected from those in the SDP offer contained in the SIP INVITE request or the SIP re-INVITE request within a Pre-established Session, including if needed the TBCP MIME parameter "multimedia" with the appropriated value as specified in E.3 "SDP Extensions" if MBCP is used;
· SHALL check PoC Session release policy as specified in the subclause 7.2.1.16 "PoC Session release policy" and according toif the applied release policy requires that the PoC Session is released perform for each Participant of the PoC Session the procedures as specified in the subclause 7.2.2.4 "Removal of Participant from PoC Session" if needed;
· SHALL terminate the subscription to the Dynamic PoC Group member information and indicate it terminated according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] if neededthe subscription is ongoing for the PoC Session and if the PoC Session is released according to the applied release policy and if the SIP BYE request is received for a Dynamic PoC Group Session;
· SHALL check the subscription termination policy as specified in subclause 7.2.1.11.3 "Termination of subscription" and if the subscription termination policy requires that subscriptions are to be terminated for each PoC Client terminate the existing subscription to the conference state event package, if needed;
Note. The removal of “if needed” related to update of past Participant are already done by agreed CR #0234R01.
