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1 Reason for Change

Proposes edits to add a bit map MIME to the PoC Control Plane are in the associated zip file.  The edit follows the discussion from Helsinki, which includes eliminating the index list and just using the bit map.  

Issues:
1. Includes a new definition of "bit map", a new Bit Map section, edits to the originating PoC Client, the Originating PF PoC Server procedures, and an Annex with the definition of the bit map.  

2. There needs to be some error response if there's no URI for a set bit in a bit map.  This would happen if the user has multiple devices and the currently used device has an out-of-date set of membercodes, which are the bit location corresponding to PoC Addresses.  The solution herein is to reject the SIP request and send a 404 with a warning text of "Invalid Bit Map", which has a code of 139.  This text has been added to the list of warning texts. The edit was then reflected throughout. 
· 
3. One idea we discussed was that fleet members could be represented in bit maps, but the PF PoC Server needs to know the fleet members membercodes, even if the PF PoC Server is not the PoC Server that supports the Dispatch Group.  I think we discussed removing it, but I cannot recall for sure, so have included, just in case. 
4. The table of contents shows yellow highlighted sections that have been affected.  There is a misc edit to update the draft p-refused-uri-list to an RFC; however, the edit turned out to not need that RFC, anyway.
