The error case for a bit map that has set bits that do not have associated PoC addresses is fixed.

Capitalization of bit map addressed 

 Proposes edits to add a bit map to the Fast PoC Setup in the PoC User Plane --- see the associated zip file.  The edit follows the discussion from Helsinki, which includes eliminating the index list and just using the bit map.  

Highlights of edit:
1. Adds the bit map to the Fast PoC Setup.
2. References the Control Plane warning text section, which is to be included in the Disconnect for the case of a bit map bit that as set bits associated with a "non existent PoC Address".  It reuses the Reason field in the Disconnect message. 
3. Has smallish edits to the originating side "Fast PoC" Client and PF Server sections.  
4. In the PF originating section, the section titled "6.3.3B.2  Participating PoC Function fast PoC Session establishment on originating side" had a missing reference in the bullet "1.SHALL perform the actions in the subclause 7.3.1.5.2 "Receiving a MBCP Setup message" ", and so I have added the reference [OMA-PoC-CP] to that bullet. However, this edit is not really part of the Fast PoC edit itself.    
5. For ease of review, sections affected in this edit are yellow highlighted in the regenerated table of contents.
Note: The use of p-refused-uri-list header to convey a bad bit map did pan out, so the error became a warning text in the Disconnect, which exactly follows the Control Plane error handling of a bad bit map.
