C072: Based on the motivation for solution to CONRR comment A004 in CR #0344 subscription to a Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group using Group Identity shall be performed via CBUS Server and for a PoC Session Identity subscribe is performed via PoC Server. The text in 4.49.5.1 is updated accordingly.
C073: Same as for C072. Additionally, based on solution to CONRR comment A005 in CR #0344 subscription to an Ad-hoc PoC Group using a PoC Session Identity is performed via PoC Server. The text in 4.49.5.1 is updated accordingly.
C074: A clarification is added in 4.49.5.2 for a sub-group of Dispatch PoC Group. Further details are specified in TS CP according to solution of D136.
C075: Based on the motivation for solution to CONRR comment A003 in CR #0344 Condition Re-evaluation should be mandatory in PoC Server if Dynamic PoC Groups is supported. Therefore, no specific test of Condition Re-evaluation is needed. The text in 4.49.6 is already changed by CR #0348 and this comment is closed by referring to #0348.

A number of CONRR comments are solved and closed.

Change 1:  4.49.5 – C071, C072, C073
4.49.5.1 Subscription for members by the PoC User




A PoC User with a CBUS Client, as specified in [PoC AD V2.1], MAY initiate a subscription to CBUS Server, as specified in [OMA CBUS AD] for a Dynamic Ad-hoc PoC Group, e.g. in order to obtain members to invite to a Dynamic Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or to expel Participants no longer matching the Dynamic PoC Group rules from a Dynamic Ad-hoc PoC Group Session.

NOTE:
The CBUS Server will select matching PoC Addresses from the list of potential members based on the rules for membership, i.e. the received Dynamic PoC Group rules.
A PoC User with a CBUS Client, as specified in [PoC AD V2.1], who is a member of a Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group for which Dynamic PoC Group rules have been defined MAY subscribe to the status of the members of the Dynamic PoC Group by initiating a subscription to the CBUS Server as specified in [OMA CBUS AD], e.g. in order to obtain the status of all members or to invite new Participants matching the rules to a Dynamic PoC Group Session or to expel Participants no longer matching the rules.

A PoC User MAY initiate a subscription to Participant Information as specified in 4.56 "Participant Information" in order to obtain the conference state of the Participants of a Dynamic PoC Group Session.
Change 2:  4.49.5.2 – C074
4.49.5.2 Subscription for members by the PoC Server

A PoC Server that supports Dynamic PoC Groups SHALL support subscription to Dynamic Group Member Information from the CBUS Server.
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function has received an authorized request for initiation of a Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Group Session invitation and if the PoC Server supports Dynamic PoC Groups, the PoC Server SHALL initiate a subscription to CBUS Server, as specified in [OMA CBUS AD]. The PoC Server SHALL include the list of Group members’ PoC Address except the Inviting PoC User’s PoC Address, or include the PoC Addresses of members of the received URI list if the request is received for a sub-group of a Dispatch PoC Group, and the Dynamic PoC Group rules defined for the Dynamic PoC Group and the Condition Re-evaluation indication if defined for the Dynamic PoC Group in the subscription request.

If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function has received an authorized request for initiation of a Dynamic Chat PoC Group Session and if the PoC Server supports Dynamic PoC Groups, the PoC Server SHALL initiate a subscription to CBUS Server, as specified in [OMA CBUS AD]. The PoC Server SHALL include the list of Group members’ PoC Addresses including the PoC Address of the initiating PoC User and the Dynamic PoC Group rules defined for the Dynamic PoC Group and the Condition Re-evaluation indication if defined for the Dynamic PoC Group in the subscription request.

If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function has received a request for invitation to a Dynamic Ad-hoc PoC Group Session from an authorized PoC User and if the PoC Server supports Dynamic PoC Groups, the PoC Server SHALL initiate a subscription to CBUS Server, as specified in [OMA CBUS AD]. The PoC Server SHALL include the list of PoC Addresses of the potential members and the Dynamic PoC Group rules received from the PoC Client and the Condition Re-evaluation indication if received from the PoC Client in the subscription request.

NOTE:
In the initial subscription the PoC Server subscribes to CBUS Server for all PoC Users in the PoC Group’s list of members with the exceptions stated above or for all PoC Users of the list of PoC Users received from the PoC Client. Participants added to the PoC Session will not be included in the subscription, as they are not subject to the Dynamic PoC Group rules.
