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1 Reason for Change

Addresses apparently missing functionality in the Fast PoC MBCP Setup request.  This CR is driven by a previous PoC contribution, namely, OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0531-Media-Transfer-Individually-in-Dispatch-PoC-Session. That contribution proposed:
The Dispatcher SHALL have the capability to transfer Media Bursts to an individual PoC Fleet Member in an ongoing 1-many-1 PoC Session separately by adding the identifier of the receiver in the Media Bursts without setting up an additional 1-1 PoC Session between the Dispatcher to the individual Fleet Member. 
This CR adds the functionality to that contribution to the Fast PoC Setup, and further expands to include a subset of Fleet Members, as opposed to just one Fleet Member. This is per usual Dispatcher functionality requirements.  
The proposed format below is intended as an initial discussion.  A final format needs to be submitted in revised CR, based upon group discussion and agreement.  Specifically, the format below lacks a way to delimit the list of Fleet Member URIs.   From that point of view, this CR should be viewed as "preliminary".

SSRC

The SSRC field SHALL carry the SSRC of the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function.
SDES item content
SDES item content includes the bit pattern  XXXXXXGSXXXXXXXX, where each bit indicates if the optional SDES item is included or not (1= included, 0=not included) according to the description below:

G=URI

A PoC Address or a PoC Group Identity or a PoC Session Identity.
S a URI list of Fleetmembers to be invited is included
X= for future use (set to 0).

Session type

Session type indicates the Session Type uri parameter as follows:

00000000 = no session type

00000001 = 1-1

00000010 = Ad-hoc (only in rejoin case)

00000011 = prearranged

00000100 = chat

The rest of the values are reserved for future use.

Additional indications includes the bit pattern abcxxxxx, where each bit indicates the functionality in the following way:

a= Manual Answer Override Indication, value 1, if included and value 0, if not included.

b=dispatcher, value 1, if a Dispatch PoC Session and value 0 if not a Dispatch PoC Session.

c=role, value 1 for a PoC Dispatcher role and value 0 for a PoC Fleet Member role.
x= for future use (set to 0).

SDES items

The SDES item field

· SHALL include a CNAME item to identify the PoC Client invited to the PoC Session; or,

· SHALL include a CNAME item to identify the PoC Session Identity to rejoin; or,

· SHALL include a CNAME of the PoC Group Identity, if the PoC Session is of type prearranged or chat.
-      SHALL, if the S bit is set, include a list of properly encoded URIs and delimited list of Fleetmembers per [RFC3550].  For this item to be validly included, the c=role bit must be set to '1', i.e., the Setup must be issued by the Dispatcher. 
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
