B.3 Presence Trigger notification
This use case demonstrates how PAL may be used to expose specific presence information in the form of Presence Triggers.  This particular use case focuses on the associated predefined action when a note update has been detected by PAL on behalf of a PAL Client.
B.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
Alice, and Bob are users of a service known as ‘Mobile Tweet’ on their wireless devices and have previously invited/added one another to their respective buddy lists for this service.  Additionally, the ‘Mobile Tweet’ service has an applicable Presence Trigger ‘onUpdate-Note’ with a predefined action (i.e. ‘Asynchronous Notification’ toward PAL Clients).  

Bob and Alice are both university students, and as they attend classes, study and navigate through a normal school day, each may send personal note updates through their Mobile Tweet clients.   The resulting note updates are reflected toward the presence platform, which sends a notification to the PAL Service located in the network.  The PAL Service monitors presence on behalf of services such as Mobile Tweet, and when it has detected an applicable change in a Presence Trigger (e.g. ‘onUpdate-Note’ Presence Trigger change), executes a predefined action.  In this case, the PAL Service sends an Asynchronous Notification toward each buddy corresponding to the presentity’s buddy list, which for Alice includes Bob, and vice versa.  Therefore, as Alice and Bob each provide updates to their personal note status, the PAL client on their respective mobile devices need only accept a PAL Service asynchronous notification which contains the updated note text. 
B.3.2 Market benefits

The Mobile Tweet client on Alice and Bob’s device requires minimal knowledge of underlying presence information provided by the presence platform.  Further, the client need only accept an easy-to-consume (and lightweight) notification from the PAL Client relating to the text being updated.  No additional processing complexity is required.  Further, all processing logic and complexity has been absorbed by the PAL Service located in the network, preserving mobile device battery and memory usage for more critical things (e.g. talk-time, media storage, etc.).
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
