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1 Reason for Change

During the Informal Review conducted from 2009-05-11 to 2009-05-17 by REQ, PAL RD received a comment

http://member.openmobilealliance.org/Portal_RA/SubmitComment.asp?TBId=9&SubTB=9&nbToDisplay=100&Page=1&RAid=2165&Docid=119034&Alone=&Param=OH4iOWkiYn09511uG6u
namely: 

Req PAL- INT-001 ("The PAL Enabler SHALL be independent of any particular transport protocol") is not applicable, as at the end of the specification phase, a protocol (or more) will be specified. Also the other PAL- INT-xxx reqs are not applicable, as the requirements analysis will identify the enablers that can be reused. In principle, all OMA enablers must be reused as much as possible. In addition, this seems to be not a matter of interoperability at this stage, but of "Overall System Requirements" (there is a dedicated section in RD template).
This contribution proposes a resolution for the comment received:

to remove requirements in section "6.2.5 Interoperability" (subject of the comment) and to add two requirements to section "6.3 Overall System Requirements" as in the detailed proposal.

The aim of this proposal is not to modify the intention of the reqs at the moment in section "6.2.5 Interoperability", but to have the same concept in a more appropriate wording and section taking into account the OMA process.

Actually, in principle, all already defined enablers should be reused, when appropriate: the New Way of Work includes a requirements analysis to identify what can be reused. If, what and how to reuse will be detailed by the Group developing the enabler during the Techical Specification development phase.
