Change 1:  5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces/reference points definition 

5.3.1 PAL Functional Components
This subclause describes functional Components of the PAL Enabler.
5.3.1.1 PAL Server
The PAL Server is a functional Component that supports the following functions:
· Authenticates and authorizes requesting PAL Clients;
· Evaluates policy to establish and report Presence Context for PAL Clients;
· Subscribes to Presence Information as a Watcher or Watcher Information Subscriber;
· Functions as a Watcher Agent on behalf of PAL Clients, Watchers and Watcher Information Subscribers;
· Retrieves or subscribes to information including Presence Information, as a Trusted XDMC;
· Receives and consolidates information based on rules, corresponding with one or more Presentities;

· Provides simplified, consistent and unambiguous views of information utilizing Presence Aspects for PAL Clients;
· Monitors, and detects Presence Aspect changes and as a result executes predefined actions corresponding to a Presence Trigger; and
· Provides management of PAL Profiles for a Service Provider. 
5.3.1.2 PAL Client
The PAL Client is a functional Component that provides access to various features of a PAL Server, as detailed in section 5.3.1.1.
The PAL Client supports the following functions:
· Requests to receive Presence Context relating to a presence aware service or class of service;

· Requests to receive Presence Information on behalf of a presence aware service in the form of Presence Aspects;
· Supports suspending or resuming delivery of Presence Information associated with a PAL Subscription; and,
· Receives a notification as a result of detected changes to Presence Aspects applicable to a given Presence Context.
5.3.2 PAL Interfaces

5.3.2.1 PAL-1i Interface

The PAL-1i interface is exposed by the PAL Server and used by a PAL Client to establish Presence Context for a presence aware service or class of service.  The PAL Server SHALL evaluate and resolve a Presence Context based on the presence aware service, and return information that uniquely describes or identifies the Presence Context as part of the response.
5.3.2.2 PAL-2i Interface

The PAL-2i interface is exposed by the PAL Server and is used by a PAL Client to request a Presence Aspect value associated with a Presence Context. 
The PAL-2i interface SHALL support the following parameters in a Presence Aspect request:
· A Presence Context identifier;

· One or more Presence Aspect(s) to be evaluated as part of the request;

· A list of one or more URIs, e.g. SIP URIs of Presentities;
· An optional set of constraints which may include:
· Quality of Service;

· Level of interest; and,
· Priority.
The PAL-2i interface SHALL support the following parameters as part of a Presence Aspect response:
· One or more value(s) corresponding with a Presence Aspect(s) request; and,
· A list of one or more URIs associated with each unique Presence Aspect value.
5.3.2.3 PAL-3i Interface

The PAL-3i interface is exposed by the PAL Client and is used by a PAL Client to receive as a result of a Presence Trigger action a detected Presence Aspect value change. 
The PAL-3i interface SHALL support the following parameters as part of a Presence Trigger notification:
· A Presence Context identifier;

· A list of one or more URIs, e.g. SIP URIs of Presentities;

· One or more value(s) corresponding with detected Presence Aspect value change(s); and,

· A list of one or more URIs associated with each unique Presence Aspect value.
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
