	A logical abstraction used to consolidate Presence Information on behalf of a Logical Observer, based on one or more Presence Information Elements.

	Presence Aware Service
	A Service or Application which makes use of Presence Information to fulfill specific function points.

	Presence Context
	A contextually aware environment associated with a Presence Aware Service which provides a consolidated view of Presence Information on behalf of a PAL Client.
