C.1 Obtaining a PAL Profile document
Figure C.1 describes how an XDM Agent (e.g. a PAL Server operating on behalf of a PAL Client) obtains a particular PAL Profile document.
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Figure C.1- XDM Agent obtains a particular PAL Profile document

The details of the flows are as follows:
1) A PAL Client, operating on behalf of Bob, wants to obtain a Presence Context for IM service “MyFriendlyChat” to support the establishment of status for user Bob’s contact list.  As a result, a PAL Server (operating with Bob’s PAL Client) sends an XDM retrieve PAL Profile request (i.e. an HTTP GET request specifying a particular service identifier XUI) to the PAL XDMS.
NOTE:  XDM Agent is an authorized entity as described in [XDM_AD], section “XDM Functional Entities, XDM Agent”.
