6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  4. Introduction (C004)
4. Introduction

This specification, which is a part of the Presence Access Layer Enabler, describes a single document: 

· The PAL Profile is a set of PAL Presence Parameters associated with a given Presence Aware Service, which serves as the basis for establishing a Presence Context on behalf of one or more PAL Clients.
Version 1.0

PAL XDM version 1.0 establishes an Application Usage for a PAL Profile document.  This includes defining the structure and data semantics associated with a PAL Profile.  The Application Usage described herein provides the basis for XDM Documents to be stored, retrieved and manipulated within the PAL XDMS as described in [PAL_AD], section “PAL Functional Components & Interfaces, PAL XDMS”.
Change 2:  5.1.1 Introduction (C009) plus minor editorials (Ed. Note add hyperlink for 5.1.7)
5. PAL XDM Application Usages

5.1 PAL Profile

This section specifies a mandatory Application Usage for the PAL XDMS.

5.1.1 Structure

The PAL Profile document SHALL conform to the structure of a “pal-profile” document described in this subclause. The schema definition as detailed in section 5.1.3 “XML Schema”, below.

The <service-profile> element SHALL include a “uri” attribute that uniquely identifies a Presence Aware Service or Class of Service for which this PAL Profile is intended.  The <service-profile> element:

a)  SHALL include a <pal-presence-params> element which defines a PAL Presence Parameter template.  The <pal-presence-params> element SHALL include:

1. An 
2. “id” attribute that represents a service identifier as detailed in section 5.1.7 “Data Semantics”.
b) MAY include a <rule-set> element which contain a list of zero or more PAL Rules associated with a Presence Aware Service.  If a PAL Rule is defined, the associated <rule> element SHALL include:

1. A <rule-name> element which specifies a fully qualified PAL Rule name; and exactly one of either: 

i. A <code-snippet> element which provides an in-line PAL Rule definition; or,

ii. A <code-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition.

c) SHALL include an <aspects> element which contains a list of one or more Presence Aspects associated with the Presence Aware Service.  A Presence Aspect <aspect> element SHALL include:

1. A <value-type> element which specifies a fully qualified Presence Aspect return value data type; and,

2. A <pa-rule-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the associated Presence Aspect. 

d) MAY include a <triggers> element which contains a list of zero or more Presence Triggers associated with a Presence Aware Service.  If a Presence Trigger is defined, the associated <trigger> element SHALL include: 

1. A <predef-action-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the pre-defined action; and,

2. A <pt-rule-def> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the associated Presence Trigger.

e) MAY include a “name” attribute which specifies a human readable PAL Profile name;

f) MAY include any other attribute for the purposes of extensibility;

g) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

NOTE:    PAL Presence Parameters are as specified in [PAL_DDS].
Change 3:  5.1.6 Validation constraints (C006/7)

5.1.6 Validation constraints

The PAL Profile document SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in section 5.1.3 “XML Schema”, with the clarifications given in this sub‑clause.
The value of the “uri” attribute of the <service-profile> element SHALL be the same as the Service XUI value of the Document URI for the PAL Profile document.  If not, the XDMS SHALL return an HTTP “409 Conflict” response as described in [RFC4825], including the <constraint-failure> error element.  If included, the "phrase" attribute SHOULD be set to “Wrong PAL Profile URI”.

5.1.7 Data Semantics

The value of the “uri” attribute is as described in section 5.1.6 “Validation constraints”.
The value of the “id” attribute in a <pal-presence-params> element SHALL represent service identifers of valid Presence Aware Services or Class of Services (e.g. service identifiers registered as part of the OMNA Presence <service-description> Registry described in [OMNA_SVC]).  

The information contained within a <service-profile> element SHALL be sufficient for a PAL Server to establish Presence Context on behalf of a PAL Client (i.e. to support a PAL Server in providing a proper perspective of Presence Information associated with a given Presence Aware Service or Class of Service).


Change 5:  5.1.8 Naming conventions (C012) 

5.1.8 Naming conventions

The name of PAL Profile document SHALL be “pal-profile”.

C.1 Obtaining a PAL Profile document

Figure C.1 describes how an XDM Agent (e.g. a PAL Server operating on behalf of a PAL Client) obtains a particular PAL Profile document.
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Figure C.1 – XDM Agent obtains a particular PAL Profile document

The details of the flows are as follows:

1) A PAL Client, operating on behalf of Bob, wants to obtain a Presence Context for IM service “MyFriendlyChat” to support the establishment of status for user Bob’s contact list.  As a result, a PAL Server (operating with Bob’s PAL Client) sends an XDM retrieve PAL Profile request (i.e. an HTTP GET request specifying a particular Service XUI) to the PAL XDMS.

NOTE:  XDM Agent is an authorized entity operating in a trusted 3GPP environment, as described in [XDM_AD], section “XDM Functional Entities, XDM Agent”.
