Change 1:  5.2.7 Requesting specific presence information – procedures
5.2.7 Requesting specific presence information – procedures


A PAL Server SHALL be able to receive requests for specific Presence Information in the form of Presence Aspects from PAL Clients, relative to a specified Presence Context.

A PAL Server, when processing a request for specific Presence Information, SHALL:

1. Authorize the PAL Client who initiated the Presence Aspect value request as described in section 5.2.2;

2. Establish the level of QoS based on the current Presence Context;

3. Process Presence Aspect value request parameters as detailed in section 6.2.3.1, including:

a) Ensure requested Presence Aspect values correspond to the specified Presence Context.

4. Establish a subscription as an HSA based on specified PAL Client request parameters toward the PS, including:

a) Transforming request parameter 'Priority' and QoS level, to determine a qualified event notification throttling value; and,

b) Applying request parameter 'InterestLevel' and QoS level to determine a qualified event notification filter expression.

5. Process resulting event notifications received from a PS as a result of the subscription established in the preceeding step, including:
a) Resolve applicable PAL Rules and Policy based on PAL Presence Parameters associated with the current Presence Context, and local PAL Rules and Policy corresponding to the requesting PAL Client.
6. Invoke PAL Rules utilizing PAL Policy based on the results of the preceeding step to evaluate and consolidate Presence Information in the form of Presence Aspect values; and,
7. Return consolidated Presence Aspect values as part of a corresponding request for specific Presence Information (i.e. as PAL Presence Aspects) response.
During evaluation of Presence Aspect values, a PAL Server SHALL be able to identify and to resolve conflicts in Presence Information which may result in indeterminate or inconclusive Presence Aspect values.  For example, a PAL Server during rules processing, is able to identify an inconclusive Presence Aspect value, and automatically resolve a Presence Aspect value based on applicable PAL Policy.
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
