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1 Reason for Change

This CR introduces some client editorials to clarify the automatic suspend behavior (to a PAL Client) when the PC being automatically resumed has Presence Triggers which may execute.  Further it also tries to resolve a specific editor’s note (regarding SIP auth) which is dealt with in the protocol sections.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  5.1.6 Resume receipt of Presence Aspects
5.1.6 Resume receipt of Presence Aspects

PAL Clients that require the ability to resume the receipt of Presence Aspect values associated with a Presence Context SHALL request the resumption of a Presence Context.  This request includes resuming receipt by a PAL Client, of Presence Aspect values in response to a PAL Presence Aspect request.  It also includes resuming receipt of asynchronous notifications containing Presence Aspect values as a result of a Presence Trigger predefined action.

PAL Client resuming the receipt of Presence Aspect values associated with a Presence Context SHALL include the following information in the request:

· PAL Presence Context identifier corresponding to a Presence Aware Service or Class of Service to be resumed.
In scenarios whereby a suspended Presence Context has a finite suspend duration which has expired (i.e. a Presence Context is now in the ‘active’ or ‘resume’ state),  a PAL Client may begin to receive asynchronous notifications containing Presence Aspect values as a result of a Presence Trigger predefined action for the associated Presence Context.
NOTE: Subsequent resume requests for a Presence Context already in the ‘active’ or ‘resume’ state are ignored.

Change 2:  5.2.2 Authentication and Authorization

5.2.2. Authentication and authorization 

In scenarios whereby a PAL Client and Server are interacting using the HTTP protocol, the PAL Enabler SHALL support HTTP authentication using the Digest mutual authentication scheme detailed in [RFC2617].  

NOTE: Both PAL Client and Servers SHOULD utilize a quality of protection directive (i.e. qop=”auth-int”) with HTTP Digest request/responses to provide HTTP message integrity.   


In scenarios whereby a PAL Client and Server are interacting using the SIP protocol, the PAL Enabler SHALL support authentication as detailed in section 6.3.2.1.
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
