Change 1:  7 General
7.23   Tuple Ref
7.23.1     Presence Information Element Semantics

7.23.1.1      Description
The “Tuple Ref” building block permits a Presentity to convey presence indications for the “service suite” component in it’s entirety (e.g., contact information for OMA PoC).  The “Tuple Ref” building block SHALL associate a “service suite” component with two or more “service” components.  
Only valid “service” components SHOULD be referred to by a “Tuple Ref” from within a “service suite” component, published on behalf of a Presentity. 
NOTE 1:
It is possible for a Presentity to also convey presence indications for individual “service” components associated with a “service suite” (e.g., contact information for OMA PoC-Alert service).
7.23.1.2     Mapping to Presence Data Model
The “Tuple Ref” is part of the "service suite" component according to the Presence Data Model.

7.23.1.3     Mapping to PIDF
The “Tuple Ref” building block SHALL be mapped to PIDF as follows:

7.23.1.4     Watcher Processing
Watcher processing SHALL be performed as described in section 6.2. 
Watchers SHALL process “Tuple Ref” building blocks as part of the “service suite” they are associated with.
