A SpamRep Client may inform the SpamRep Server that it desires that the messaging infrastructure take action to control the flow of messages from a particular sender or senders.  Actions may include blocking, unblocking, whitelisting, removal from whitelist, and opting-out of a subscription.  Note that the SpamRep Server’s interpretation of these messages, and any ultimate actions taken by the messaging infrastructure fall outside of the scope of the SpamRep 1.0 enabler.  However, the SpamRep Server must respond with status information, which may include an indication of messaging infrastructure actions.

Note that the messaging infrastructure’s interpretation of these requests, and any ultimate actions taken by the messaging infrastructure fall outside of the scope of the SpamRep 1.0 enabler.  However, the SpamRep Server must respond with status information, which may include an indication of messaging infrastructure actions.

Detailed Flow

1. The SpamRep Client sends a Release Quarantine request to the SpamRep Server.  On receipt, the messaging infrastructure may optionally take actions to modify sender policy.  The timing of these actions may be prior to, during, and/or after the next step.  
2. The SpamRep Server responds with a status message, optionally indicating any actions of the messaging infrastructure.
