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1 Reason for Change

The definitions (Spam Report, SpamRep Message, and SpamRep Message Element) are inconsistent in RD and TS.
RD definition

	Content
	In the context of the SpamRep Enabler, Content refers to messages, files, and/or media streams that are transmitted to a Device in an arbitrary way (i.e., via SMS, MMS, IM, Video Share, email, etc.)

	Spam Report
	A message transmitted between the SpamRep Client and SpamRep Server containing information about the Content and originator of an unsolicited and unwanted received message, as designated by a User


TS definition
	SpamRep Message
	A message exchanged between SpamRep Client and Server. It consists of a SpamRep Document and optionally a message deemed as Spam.

	SpamRep Message Element
	A complex XML element containing all the data related to a specific type of the message. It is contained within the SpamRep Document.


RD has the Spam Report which covers Content and originator. TS has the SpamRep Message which covers a SpamRep Document (There is no definition for ‘a SpamRep Document’ but the SpamRep Document has the capital D in TS. It looks XML Document rewording.) and a message (this is same with Content in RD).

Is the Content part of the XML document or the separated with XML document? 

Following the current definition, we should design the XML schema including the Content part. But current xsd covers only ‘spam-rep-document’ without Content.

LGE recommend that SpamRep Enabler should design the XML schema including Content Element. And SpamRep Document is the real body (a xml document) between SpamRep Client and SpamRep Server.
Recommended Design

Change 2:  Section 5
5. Messages and Message Formats

SpamRep enabler defines two kinds of messages:

· SpamRep Client originated messages, and

· SpamRep Server originated messages.

Both SpamRep Server and Client originated messages SHALL be formatted as SpamRep Messages. SpamRep Message consists of a SpamRep Document. SpamRep Document is an XML document containing SpamRep Message Elements and an optional Content reported as Spam, which refers to messages, files, and/or media streams. SpamRep Message Elements are complex XML elements encapsulating all the data (parameters) required for a specific type of the message (e.g. Spam Report, Report Status, etc). The XML schema for SpamRep Document is described in section 5.3.

5.3 SpamRep XML Document

SpamRep XML document SHALL be used as the container for SpamRep Message Elements which describe SpamRep Server and Client originated messages. SpamRep XML document MAY substantialize multiple messages as defined in Sections 5.1 and 5.2.
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
