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1 Reason for Contribution

This document addresses the way of setting Do-Not-Disturb flag by a PoC client. It is proposed to set via GLMS, while other present features, reachable or busy etc, are set via ISC interface (Ips reference point).

2 Summary of Contribution

The PoC-RD states the following presence features:

· Reachable,

· Busy,

· Do Not Disturb,

· Unavailable,

· Offline.

Most features indicate session-related or radio-coverage-related, while Do Not Disturb is not. 

The DnD is set by the PoC client. To set this flag, the client shall at first be able to contact the server whatever the server is. This means the client is under the radio coverage and technically radio-reachable. Then the client sets the DnD flag. For simple and easy treatment, it is not likely that the client shall initiate the SIP to presence server via SIP core, rather she had better able to send this request over IP anytime, even during browsing the Internet web sites. 

3 Detailed Proposal

The DnD is set via Im reference point and may be transferred to the presence server via Ipl reference point.
