6.3 Presence Roles

6.3.1 Presentity

A Presentity is an entity that provides presence information to a Presence Server.
When the Presentity publishes its own presence information it SHALL generate a SIP PUBLISH message.

The Presentity SHALL support the "application/cpim-pidf+xml" " presence information format as in [PIDF] together with the PIDF extensions defined in [RPID],[CIPID] and [PRESCAPS].

6.3.2 Watcher

A Watcher is an entity that is subscribed or requests presence information about a presentity, or watcher information about a watcher, from the Presence Server.

The Watcher application SHALL support the "application/cpim-pidf+xml" presence information format as in [PIDF] together with the PIDF extensions defined in [RPID], [CIPID] and [PRESCAPS].

The Watcher MAY include filters in the body of the SUBSCRIBE request according to [FILTERFORMAT] and [FILTER].

The Watcher  MAY indicate its support for partial notification using the “Accept” header field according to [PARTIAL] and [PARNOTFORMAT].

6.3.3 Presence Server

A Presence Server is an entity that accepts, stores, and distributes Presence Information.

If the Watcher application has requested the use of Partial Notification using the “Accept” header field in the SUBSCRIBE message then the Presence Server SHALL comply with that according to [PARTIAL].

If in the SUBSCRIBE message as it is sent by the Watcher is requested the use of filters according to [FILTER],the Presence Server SHALL apply the appropriate filtering function [FILTER] and format [FILTERFORMAT].
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
