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1 Reason for Change

A use case is provided to support a feature of Contact Lists, namely that one may subscribe for the presence status of users in that Contact List.

5.3.4 Subscribing for presence of users in a contact list

5.3.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case will describe the how to use the contact list for subscribing of the presence status of users in that list.  

John has been to Summer Camp during two summers and met a lot of new friends. They are soon to have a reunion and John is responsible for setting up the logistics. John has stored all his friends in contact list(s). Before contacting them he thinks it would be good to know if they are available or not before placing a call. 

5.3.4.2 Actors

John – Owner of various contact lists. 

Contact List Service – A service enabling storage and managing of Contact Lists. 

Presence Service – A service enabling subscription and notifications of presence information. 

5.3.4.3 Actor Specific Issues

John wants an easy way to view the presence of his friends in his contact list. 

5.3.4.4 Actor Specific Benefits

John does not need to do individual presence subscriptions; instead he can subscribe for the presence status of all his friends in his contact list at the same time. 

5.3.4.5 Pre-conditions

John has one or several contact lists. 

John has a subscription for the presence service. 

All the entries in any contact list that he uses for subscribing for presence are end users.

5.3.4.6 Post-conditions

John has subscribed for presence of all the users in the contact list.

If authorized to access their presence information, he will be able to see the presence state of his friends. 

5.3.4.7 Normal Flow

· John accesses his Contact List Service and retrieves a contact list

· John uses an identifier for that contact list when subscribing for presence.

· The presence service will communicate with the Contact List Service to resolve the users of the Contact List. 

How the presence subscription and authorization is done is outside the scope of this document.
