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1 Reason for Change

In Helsinki, I took on the task of providing initial requirements for Section 6.2.2, “General” of the Group Management RD. Please note that the word “Group” is being used in the sense of the definition adopted by PAG in Helsinki. If the term or definition is changed, alternations will be necessary to these requirements to reflect the new usage.

Based on its position vis-à-vis the neighbouring sections, I assume that this section is supposed to be General requirements for Groups. If so, it might be better positioned as section 6.2.1, and the current section 6.2.1 “Group Management Role” renumbered as 6.2.2. Please see section 6 for the detailed proposal.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.1 General

This section provides general requirements for a Group. 

6.2.1.1 Identifier

1 Every Group SHALL be identified by a globally unique identifier, i.e., a URI.

2 The Group identifier SHALL be used to address a Group for purposes of communication, i.e., it must be a network addressable entity.

3 The Group identifier SHOULD be made persistent for the lifetime of the Group.

4 An end user MAY store the Group identifier in a personal address book or contact list using a user-friendly name.

5 It SHALL be possible to advertise the existence of a Group using its Group identifier.

6 It SHOULD be possible to search for the existence of a Group using its Group identifier.

6.2.1.2 Group specific information

1 Each Group SHALL be described using a number of properties, such as lists of users, session policies, etc.

2 It SHALL be possible for the Group creator or administrator to change the properties of the Group. 

3 A Group MUST be associated with one or more lists of users. (The list may be implicit, e.g., when indicating all users.)

4 Each list in a Group MUST be associated with a policy defining the usage of that list.

5 The actual entries in the lists MAY be provided at the time of Group creation.

6.2.1.3 Service-specific Group information

6.2.1.3.1 PoC Group

1 The PoC group identity SHALL take the form of SIP URI as defined in RFC 3261 and RFC 2396.

2 An operator SHALL be able to create a group identity, which is stored in the GLMS for use in PoC Group sessions.

3 It SHALL be possible for the PoC client to request the PoC server to generate a group identity. This identity is valid until PoC session termination.

4 The PoC user SHALL be able to request the GLMS to store his group information.
5 An end user who creates a pre-defined PoC Group SHALL have administrative rights for that Group.

7 Each PoC Group SHALL be described by the following properties:

· Owner: this property identifies who has permission to manipulate (modify, delete) group information

· Identity: this property contains the address used to initiate PoC group communications sessions

· Display name: a human-readable name

· Timestamp: this property identifies the last time when any property of the group was changed

· Session Type:  this property identifies the nature of the group, which is one of two – “chat” or “instant”.  (In chat group sessions, members join a group session individually, whereas in an instant group session, whether pre-defined or an ad-hoc group, all other members are invited simultaneously at a group member’s request.)

· Membership: this property identifies the nature of the membership in the group, which is one of two – “open” or “restricted”.

· Session initiation policy: this property describes whether only the owner may initiate a session, with the values “yes” or “no”

· Group member list: This provides a list of end users who will be invited to a PoC session.

· Group reject list:  For the case of a Group of Type = ”Chat”, this is the list of users who must be barred from joining a PoC chat session.

· Maximum number of members: this property MAY be set by the service provider based on local policy

· Anonymous access allowed: This property, taking the values “yes” or “no”, shall be used to, respectively, reveal or not reveal the user identities of all members of a  “Chat” type group session.

8 Each entry in a PoC Group member list or reject list SHALL be a tuple consisting of a URI and, optionally, a display name.

9 Each URI in either the Group members list or the Group reject list SHALL be unique.

10 The same URI SHALL NOT be present in both the Group member and Group reject lists.
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
