6 Detailed Change Proposal
The June 04 version of the GM RD Scope section reads: 
"This document describes use cases and requirements for groups and their management that could be used by other OMA service enablers. Group Management was endorsed as Common Function by ARCH WG to support the OMA service enablers.
 Specifications of Common Functions and their dependant services should reflect this. Services enablers should reference their Common Functions but need to identify their domains differences in the GM RD also in their own RD.

Due to the nature of common functions a set function is identified that supports all enablers and a specific part that is dedicated to the needs of a single or only a small number of enablers."
The Architecture group recognizes that "common functions" are merely another name for enablers.  Common functions have no special requirements associated with them – their specifications do not require a special format or different information from any other enabler, and there is no different process used for their approval.  Further, there is no notion of a "specific part that is dedicated to the needs of a single or only a small number of enablers".  
In the sentence: "Specifications of Common Functions and their dependent services should reflect this." I cannot understand what "this" refers to – I recommend the sentence be removed.
The Architecture group is requesting (as part of the being-developed OSE document) that all enablers identify which other enablers they make use of so the text in the scope "Services enablers should reference their Common Functions" should be changed to "Services enablers should identify when they depend on the Group Management enabler".  I do not understand what the remaining text in that sentence ("but need to identify their domains differences in the GM RD also in their own RD ") means so I suggest that it be removed.
So I propose that the Scope section now read:

"This document describes use cases and requirements for groups and their management that could be used by other OMA service enablers. Group Management was endorsed as a Common Function by ARCH WG to support the OMA service enablers.
  Services enablers should identify when they depend on the Group Management enabler."
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
