6 Detailed Change Proposal

The latest revision of Change Request (CR) OMA-PAG-2004-0204-Presence-Roles-Watcher-in-SIMPLE-AD clarifies the watcher’s handling of presence information formats.  This CR proposes a similar clarification for the presentity’s handling of presence information formats.  Details as follows:  

6.1.3.2 Presentity

A Presentity is an entity that provides presence information to a Presence Service [RFC2778].

When the Presentity publishes  presence information it SHALL generate a SIP PUBLISH message.

The Presentity SHALL support the transmission of generic and application-specific (e.g., PoC, IM, Gaming, etc.) presence information in at least the "application/cpim-pidf+xml" format as specified in [PIDF], plus all the IETF-defined PIDF extensions (i.e., RPID, CIPID, PRESCAPS, and/or any future extensions) concurrently supported by the Presence Service, in conformance with the data structure described in detail in the Presence Specification document [Editor’s Note: insert REF to SPEC doc] and in individual Presence applications’ specification documents.
The Presentity SHALL support the mechanism to subscribe for the watcher information state changes according to [WINFO] and [WINFOFORMAT].
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
