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1 Reason for Contribution

The current GM RD has no section that is classifying capabilities that one subscriber or one GM client has according to the level of capabilities. 

There are two types of authorization managements. One is to use Access Control List, which tells to what objects what capabilities are given to whom. The other is to use Capabilities List, which tells who has what capabilities to what objects. If GM service might ever need to use the latter, Capabilities List, then it is need to classify capabilities according to the level.

This input contribution might help to know what documents written in XML are needed for GM service.

2 Summary of Contribution

1. Capabilities
There are following two types of capabilities per subscriber or per GM client:

· Capabilities that apply to whole XML documents.
· Capabilities that apply to each specific XML document.

1.1 Capabilities to Whole XML documents

· Capability to create XML documents

· Capability to delete XML documents

· Capability to copy XML documents

· Capability to search XML documents

· Capability to get XML documents

· Capability indicating how many XML documents can be created

· Capability indicating how many members in one XML document can be created

1.2 Capabilities to Each Specific XML document

· Capability to add members to XML document

· Capability to remove members to XML document

· Capability to change password of XML document

· Capability to delegate right to add/remove members to XML document

· Capability to suspend XML document

· Capability to set duration of XML document

· Capability to set duration of members in XML document

· Capability to set visibility of XML document
