1 Reason for Change
OMA-PAG-GM-RD-V1_0_0-20040909-D Section states that the GM Server MAY Notify authorised principals of updates to documents. The following contribution adds similar text to the AD on notification of change based on the assumption that this will be done using XML Document Format for Indicating Changes in XCAP Resources (draft-ietf-xcap-package-02.txt) and the associated SIP event package in the GM Spec. Furthermore, a throttle mechanism is proposed in order for the GM Client to request the aggregated delivery of multiple changes in one NOTIFY. The optionality requirement is resolved by having the XDMS send a 4xx response to the SUBSCRIBE with NOT ALLOWED indication.

5.1.4 Notifications of changed data

A GM Client MAY subscribe to the changes in the XML documents.   
The GM client MAY subscribe to multiple documents in a single subscription.

The GM client SHOULD indicate in the subscription request that it can receive partial updates of the changed data.

The GM Server MAY decline the request based on policy information disallowing the requesting user to subscribe to the changes.
5.1.4.1 Notification throttle mechanism
While subscribing to participant information, the GM Client MAY specify a throttle parameter. If the GM Server accepts the request, it SHALL send an XCAP-diff document to the GM Client containing a set of elements only specifying the changes in the documents that have occurred over a series of XCAP operations as defined by the throttle mechanism. 
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
