4.4 Planned Phases

As the Group Management service enabler is expected to serve multiple other enablers (eg PoC, Presence, IM etc) and due to the different status of different service enablers it was agreed to have two releases for Group Management. 

The work for Group Management release 1 is focusing on the needs of the early enablerssuch as PoC and Presence. Release 1 is expected to cover generic Group Management requirements as derived from the Group Management RD [GM RD] but also the specific requirements that PoC and Presence have.
Release 2 of the Group Management service enabler is expected to cover all functions necessary as defined in the Group Management RD [GM RD]to make the Group Management usable by all the other enablers interested to do so.  
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
