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1 Reason for Change

The general description of the Aggregation Proxy in the XDM specification is still empty. It needs to be developed to cover the general functions.
This change request consentrates on security functions of the Aggregation Proxy.

The Aggregation Proxy is the access point of XML resource stored in any XDMS. It SHALL fulfill such functions as

· Authenticating the access identity as valid subscription
· Check the identity assertion is only from the access right-granted subscriptions
· Optionally assert the XDM client identity to the XDMS according to [3GPP TS 33.141] and [3GPP TS 33.222].
·

Further more, it SHOULD protect XDMC's user data from eavesdropping by enabling TLS transport security mechanism. The TLS resumption procedure MUST be able to use according to [RFC2818].
